The aim of the regulation – standard is to cover the greatest possible number of the creators of the business programs. The basis of the transfers are the accounting entries meant for the general ledger and the account balance. These entries have additional data that enable their allocation to the electronic books of tax records. This means enabling the standard to transfer the data from the background programs into the accounting. The common example of that situation is the transfer of the data from clients to the accounting company.   

The content of the data is formed in a way that covers all the information needed and meets the needs of developers for the use of standard.

The length of the fields stated is based on the Opal’s structures. The length cannot be greater or at least not so fast, but they can be shortened for other needs. 

Individual developers of the informational systems can add additional fields for their purposes. Because of this it is necessary to do the parsing of xml folder in a way that the standard demanded fields are processed and all the others are ignored. If an individual developer wants to include an additional field in the standard, it must be discussed with the team that has prepared the standard. 

Explanation on the XSD structure:

The basic elements are:

· Head that contains the basic data about the XML folder and

· Identification that contains the data for identification to which company in ERP the data belong.

· Body that contains accounting entries.

Head
Program. It contains the information which program i.e. the name of the program has generated the xml folder.

ProgramVersion. The version of program that has generated the xml folder.

ProgramAuthor. The name of the company/ the author that has developed the program that has generated the xml folder.

VersionXML. The version of the standard on which the xml folder has been created. I suggest that the first version is 1.00.

The data of the head are of informative nature and serve as the help in establishing communication between the company/ the author of the program that has created the XML folder and the company/ the author of the program that imports the data from the XML folder to its own programs.

Identification The need for identification emerges when e.g. the folders are coming to the accounting company from various companies i.e. different clients of the accounting company. In ERP two data are defined for each company: Company and Key. These data need to be indicated in the XML folder when transferring. When importing, these data are the basis for the identification of the company and the content of the XML folder is imported in them.

Company. Any text, which must be adjusted to the program that sends the data and to the one that receives them.

Key. The same as Company.
Body
Body contains documents. These can be the documents of received invoices that go in the tax evidences on the received page as well as in the general ledger and the account balance. The documents of the issued invoices go in the tax evidences on the issued page and also in the general ledger and the account balance. These can also be the underlying documents that only go in the general ledger and account balance, in the future also somewhere else.
Each document contains data that is the ‘possession’ of the whole document; these data can be restated in the accounting entries. It depends on the developer whether the data e.g. StevilkaDokumenta will be stated in the document or on each accounting entry separately. The data in the document is the default sum, which is used for the accounting entry. If in the accounting entry the same data is stated, this data overrules i.e. prevails the default sum in this accounting entry.

Document’s data

Document. The document gives the information about the type of the document. The list of the options is below (the words Prejeti (received) in Izdani (issued) tell on which page of the tax evidences the document can be found):

· ReceiptInvoice. A normal received invoice from a domestic supplier, a supplier from the EU or a supplier from the third countries.

· ReceiveCredit.

· ReceiveAdvancePaymentInvoice.
· ReceiveCustomsDocum. In the case of the invoice received from the third countries, this contains amounts that are sufficient for the needs of the balance sheet; whereas the data from ECLs covers the needs of the tax evidences. That is why ECL document has been planned. Because the document is usually not entered, the accounts in the accounting entries are not important.

· ReceiveNonTaxInvoice. The invoice that does not go in the tax evidences.
· ReceiveSelftaxationDocum. This option is intended for the cases when the self-taxing of goods and services import can be found in the document. This means that the document includes only the entries of the import and export tax that do not refer to the received invoice of the supplier for goods import from EU or service import. In this case the document does not have the entry GrossAmount. 
· ReceiptInvoiceCustProc42.

· IssuedInvoice. A normal issued invoice. 
· IssuedCredit.

· IssuedAdvancePaymentInvoice.

· IssuedNonTaxInvoice.

· Basal. The document on which only entries that are not concerned with the tax evidences can be found. That kind of example is the underlying document for the salaries. In the case when the document is Temeljnica, the elements that are concerned with the tax evidences are not needed. 
Market. The data tells from which market is the invoice. If there is no such data, it should be found out from the country, where the partner comes from and is stated in the account balance entry of the invoice. The list of the options is below:

· Domestic.

· EU.

· ThirdCountries.

DocumentNumber.  The number of document. This information must be unique among each page i.e. unique among the received invoices and unique among the issued invoices.

SupplierDocNumb. Document number by supplier if document is ReceiptInvoice.
DocumentNumberExt. The additional number of document. In SVN used for FURS number.
Model and EndToEndIdentif. Data (Reference) for payment form if document is ReceiptInvoice.
DocumentDate. The date of document. The date of the received invoice if  this is a received invoice, the date of the issued invoice if this is an issued invoice, the date of the underlying document…

ServGoodsDate. The date of performed service or goods delivery. If the information does not exist, the date of document is used.

Accounting period. Month and Year of the accounting (balance) period. In that month and year the entry will be included in the balance sheet.

Accounting period until. If the information is given, then the program that imports the XML folder splits each entry of the whole document into the proportional parts of an individual month and year for the period stated in the element BalancePeriod and BalancePeriodTo. Often this is used for the entry of time periods. The same data can be stated also on the entry but there it is valid only for that specific entry.

BookingDate. The date of entry.

ReceiveIssueDate. On the page of the received invoices, this is the date of the received invoice; on the page of the issued invoices, this is the date of the issued invoice.

DocumentDescription. The document’s description.

TaxDate. On the page of the received invoices this is the date of the input VAT; on the page of the issued invoices this is the date of output VAT. If this is an issued credit note, which has not been confirmed yet, the date is left empty. So, the empty date means that the credit note has not been confirmed yet.
BaseDate. This data exist only on the page of the received invoices in special situations on self tax documents. Book of incoming tax can have different date for tax and base of that tax.
DueDate. The due date i.e. the time limit for payment.

ExpectedPaymentDate. The date of expected payment. If the information does not exist, the due date is used.

<Partner>. In case the document has only one partner i.e. purchaser or supplier, the data of the partner is given in the “child node”. If for whatever reason different partners are stated in the document, these can be stated on each entry.

Code. Max 10 characters. The partner’s code in the program that imports the data in the xml folder.

Title1. Max 35 characters. Opal cannot accept more. The postal standard needs to be respected which says 35 characters for window envelope. 

Title2. Max 35 characters.

Title3. Max 35 characters. Opal has 3 x 35 characters. This field can be banned if it is of no use. 

Address. Max 35 characters. Address. Some programs have ZIP code and street number separately – should we consider that?

Postcode. Max 10 characters. ZIP code. Format of post code shoul be CC-XXX…, where CC is 2 characters ISO code of country, XXX… post code. E.g. SI-1000
Place. Max 35 characters.

Country: Max 3 characters. ISO standard. E.g. SVN, USA…
VATNumber. Max 20 characters. Opal has 15 – this will be adjusted. This is a tax number. 

TaxCode. Max 15 digits. Some countries has separate VAT number and Tax code.
VATStatus. Taxpayer, Non_taxpayer, Consular_representation, Flat_rate taxpayer, and more… See XSD schema.
<Banck account>. Partner could have more current accounts, so “childe node” is needed.
RegistrationNumber. Max 10 characters. It needs to be discussed whether to include three-digit code for business unit as used by AJPES (Agency of the Republic of Slovenia for Public Legal Records and Related Services) or without it. I believe it is a good idea to use the code as well. The length fits: 7 characters for registration number (RN)+ 3 for business unit. Other contries: registration number of company.
OtherProgramCode. Max 20 characters. The partner’s code in the program that imports data. In the field Code is always the partner’s code that exports the data. In case the system, which exports the data, supports also the additional number of the ‘foreign’ program, then this code is entered in the field. This should be the partner’s code in the system that will import the data. The system, which imports the data, must check whether the data exist and if it does, it should use it as own partner’s code, otherwise the data in the field Code.

All developers have the same needs in length and structure of the field of the name because we all have to enter the same names in the code tables; that is why it would be great if we all had the same. In Opal we are willing to change something if this enables us to transfer the names more easily.

The field Code must contain the partner’s code the partner has in the program, which exports the data; whereas OtherProgramCode contains the partner’s code in the program that will import the data. This means that the code table of Partners should include the field Other program code in it the partner’s code in the program that will import the data could be entered. If such data does not exist, it means the codes in both, importing and exporting, programs are adjusted.

Scan_ID. The data is used in connection with document scanning systems. It contains a unique ID of the pictures in the archive systems. 

AdvanceAccount. The data is needed only with advanced payments. If it exists, it should contain the account where the payment is entered. The purpose of this data is that when the payment is entered on the account, one knows where to make entry for the closure of the payment.

Intrastat. The data of this element is given in the case when there is the need to transfer also the data on which Intrastat reports are made by the accounting. Necessary for EU countries.
IntrastatDate. The date of Intrastat report.

PartyId. Supllier/ recipient of goods. The code from the partner’s code tables. The same structure as with the element <Partner>.

TODCode. The basing point: EXW, DDU, DDP… The terms of delivery – the 3-character code of goods delivery terms (INCOTERMS).

LocationCode. 1 – Domestic (Slovenia), 2 – other country member of the EU, 3 – outside the EU

NatureOfTransaction. From the Intrastat classification: 11 – final purchase/ retail, 12 – goods for approval, 13 – countertrade… The data is based on the first and second item of the classification of transaction nature of declared goods available on http://www.stat.si/intrastat.asp.

ModeOfTransportCode. From the Intrastat classification: 1 – sea transport, 2 – rail transport, 3 – road transport, 4 – air transport, 5 – postal consignment, 7 – fixed transport installations, 9 – own propulsion. The codes of goods transport mode by which the goods left Slovenia or arrived in it. The classification of transport mode is available on http://www.stat.si/intrastat.asp.

MSConsDestCode. Destination country. For dispatch, the code of the country of the Member State of destination of goods (last known country, where the goods are dispatched from Slovenia) must be declared.  For arrivals, the code of  the Member State from which the goods were dispatched to Slovenia, must be declared. The country codes after geonomenclature available on http://www.stat.si/intrastat.asp. 

Each document must contain at least two entries to be offset (debit and credit entry). Each entry can contain all data that are the character of the whole document and data that are the character of that specific entry. 

The data of entry listed above are: Market, DocumentNumber, DocumentDate, ServGoodsDate, BookingDate, ReceiveIssueDate, BalancePeriod, BalancePeriodTo, DocumentDescription, TaxDate, DueDate, ExpectedPaymentDate. These data can be found in the document as well as in the specific entry. So they are optional at one of the mentioned places.

AccountingEntry. Entries are individual records that are entered in the accounting. Also the entry with the amounts of 0,00 is allowed; it depends on the program that imports the data, whether the entry will be imported or ignored.

Data that are only the nature of specific entry:

 EntryType. The type of entry. One of the key data for generating tax evidences. It contains information about the type of entry. Together with the data Document and Market it contains all the data that are necessary for generating electronic tax books. The list of the options is following:

Received invoices page:

On this page the received invoices, on which self-taxing needs to be done, is dealt in a way that it is possible to receive or import the entries of self-taxing; or in a way that on the invoice supplier’s data are given so that the entries of self-taxing can be done by the program that imports received invoices.

Account. Account on which the entry is entered. In the case of ECL document, which is not entered in the general ledges, the Konto could be empty. Max 8 characters.

Partner. If the account in the field Konto is an account balance and if the document has a partner, the code of the partner can be in this field. From the point of view of Opal max 10 characters.

CostCenter. This field is intended for analytical evidences. Default is the field for the entering the code of cost center. The field could contain also node with basic data of cost center or corresponding code table.

Analyst1. The field is intended for additional analytical evidence e.g Cost center 2 or a project… Also, this field could contain child node with basic data of code tables. Each programmer has to define in the settings what is the content of the field.

Analyst2, Analyst3, Analyst4, Analyst5 in Analyst6. For all the same as for the previous two. 

Debit, Credit. The data can contain only one of both fields. The second field should have value 0. Data is always given in the domestic currency i.e. EUR.

TaxationAmount. If tax entry: in this case contains the base on which VAT is levied, that is in the field Debet or Kredit. If non tax entry: node contains taxable value of Debit or Credit.
Currency. In any case the currency code is added to each entry; for domestic documents this is 978 – EUR. ISO standard is used. 

DebitInCurr, CreditInCurr. The data can contain only one of both fields, corresponding to the fileds Debit and Credit. In this fields the currency value is written in the field Currency. Data is entered also with domestic documents.
Country. The field contains data on the country with which business has been done. I suggest ISO standard. According to it, the data can be two- or three-letter or three-digit value. If there is no such data, it should be taken from the partner's code tables if the partner has the data Država.

Deductible_proportion. Field is used in the case of entries received invoices. In the case where the company has a deductible proportion of the VAT, the input tax deductible divided into work and non-deductible portion in the ratio of the deductible proportion. On the accounting entry that represents the non-deductible part of VAT entered in this box percentage of the deductible proportion, which is used in the distribution of VAT.
Actual_account. Field is used in the case of entries received invoices when the company has a deductible proportion of VAT. Accounting entry that represents the non-deductible part of VAT have in field Account  account of costs or stocks, which are non-deductible part of VAT is recorded in this field are presented account, where you booked this VAT, if there was non-deductible, that is mean: deductible account VAT.
Transfer. In the field the information is given whether this is an opening entry or not. 1 for yes, it is an opening value; 0 for no it is not. Used only if DocumentType is Basal.
<Intrastat> The data of this element is given in the case when there is the need to transfer also the data on which Intrastat reports are made by the accounting. 


IntrastatDate. The date of the Intrastat report. If the data is not given, VAT date is used.


PartyId. Supllier/ recipient of goods. The code from the partner’s code tables. The same structure as with the element <Partner>

CN8Code. Customs tariff – The kode of Combined nomenclature of declared goods. The code table is available on http://www.stat.si/intrastat.asp. (CN8Code).


NetMass. The net mass in kilograms whitout packaging, to three decimal places. The net mass with all CN, except with those, where this is specially marked. The code table of tariffs CN, for which the net mass does not need to be stated, are available on http://www.stat.si/intrastat.asp.

QuantityInSU. Quantity in supplementary units. Quantity in supplementary units should be given only for some commodity codes of CN, where this is prescribed. Code table of tariffs CN, for which the quantity in supplementary units should be reported is available on http://www.stat.si/intrastat.asp. Quantity needs to be stated to three decimal places.


DecIncInvValue. Increase or decrease of invoiced value for the possible costs of transport, loading, insurance... Invoiced value + decrease or increase constitutes statistical value of goods on the Slovene border.

Despite the standard structure some specifics of individual authors should be taken into account. E.g. Opal has alfanumerical partner code, Vasco has numerical partner code. The same in the field Vrsta dokumenta...These specifics should be considered when the code tables will be entered. E.g. if a client has Opal's invoicing and it will be known that transfers will flow to Vasco's general ledger – in this case in the Opal's partner code table non-numerical characters should not be entered.

In general there is the rule: although the XSD scheme makes some data unnecessary, should the one that exports, exports as many data as possible and the one that imports, should get what is needed.

Appendix

· In the XML folder the order of entries is not defined. That means it is not clear whether the gross amount entries are before tax entries. 

· The same type of entries (EntryType) can be repeated many times in the same document. E.g. for the standard rate tax there can be more entries...

· All entries of issued and received invoices can have two amounts: in the domestic currency and foreign currency, also in the case of domestic invoices when the amounts are the same and the currency is EUR. The program that imports data decides on its needs which one will it use.

Covering of the documents of import from the third world can be done in two ways: 1. including custom document (ECL) and beside supllier's invoice also the invoice of forwarding agent; 2. only the invoice of forwarding agent without custom document. VAT is in the case with custom document (ECL) included twice; on custom document (ECL) and the invoice of forwarding agent. Because custom document (ECL) are not entered in the general ledges, it is necessary to transfer VAT from the invoice of the forwarding agent to the general ledges. If custom document (ECL) are not included, then VAT on the invoice of forwarding agent serves for both purpuses – for tax leviation and transfer to the general ledges.

The supplier's invoice does not enter the tax evidences, that is why all its entries have value: NonTaxEntry.
